Iôm writing this article on Sunday December 18th, 2011. Itôs due to be on Mandiôs desk in 2 days. I have to 

admit itôs difficult to focus on January when weôre only a few days from Christmas. 

When you read this I pray you are living in the afterglow of a Blessed Christmas Season. May we continue to 

let His light shine through us in all we say and do for others all year. 

Two dates come to mind in January. One is Epiphany of our Lord on January 6th. Jesus shines in this dark 

world today through His Word. We pray with the psalmist ñYour word is a lamp to my feet and a light to my 

path.ò (Psalm 119:105) 

Through Jesusô word the Holy Spirit allows us to see clearly in a world that is often dark and confusing. Dear 

Jesus, when this world seems dark, turn us toward You, that we may see things clearly in your light. 

We had a most enjoyable Sunday School Christmas program this morning thanks to Jackie Jenson and all her 

efficient helpers.

Knowledge is power and we must educate the people of Minnesota about this new threat to life. Iôm convinced 

that if the women and men of this state know how dangerous ñWebcamò RU486 abortions are, there will be a 

public outcry to stop them.
